Bullying

“Bullying” means any severe or pervasive physicalverbal act or conduct, including
communications made in writing or by means of actebnic act, and including (sexual
harassment, hate violence, harassment, threaitstjrardation), directed toward one or more

pupils.

The Governing Board recognizes the harmful effeftdullying on student learning and
school attendance and desires to provide safe kehwwonments that protect students from
physical and emotional harm. District employeesllséstablish student safety as a high
priority and shall not tolerate bullying of any dént.

Cyber bullying includes the transmission of hamgstommunications, direct threats, or
other harmful texts, sounds, or images on the rietersocial media, or other technologies
using a telephone, computer, or any wireless concation device. Cyberbullying also
includes breaking into another person's electraneount and assuming that person's identity
in order to damage that person's reputation.

The District has the authority to monitor student® of the district's Internet system and to
conduct individual searches of students' accodritgere is reasonable suspicion that a user
has violated district policy or the law; see BP/BR45.12 - Search and Seizure and BP/AR
6163.4 - Student Use of Technology.
